Monday, January 4, 2016, 10:00 a.m.
Regular Meeting

Chairman Irwin called the January 4, 2016, regular meeting of the La Paz County
Board of Supervisors to order at 10:00 a.m. Elected Officials and Department Heads present were:
Chairman Irwin, Supervisor Wilson, Supervisor Clapperton, County Administrator/Clerk of the
Board Field, Deputy County Attorney Buckelew, Public Works Director Simmons, Shop Director
Braska, Human Resources Director Frantz, Recorder Baker, Assessor Schuler, Administrative
Director Yackley, Superior Court Clerk Spielman, Sheriff Drum, Elections Director Scholl; and
Deputy Clerk of the Board Green.

Chairman Irwin led the Pledge of Allegiance followed by the Invocation given by
Pastor Julian Barbara of Calvary Christian Fellowship.

Current Event Summary

County Administrator Field stated there would be several different meetings from
different entities regarding water issues in the La Paz County, an area of growing priority for the
State. He added that, for this reason, discussions will be prompted regarding the water options
available for residents.

A brief discussion ensued noting that a worksession would be held by the Board of
Supervisors on January 14, 2016, at 9:00 a.m. to discuss some of the issues.

Chairman Irwin added that there will be the installation of the first Arizona Peace
Trails sign marking where the trail starts in the Bouse area, on January 6, 2016.

She added that it has been a pleasure to work on this project.

SUPERVISOR WILSON MOVED to approve nineteen (19) tax roll corrections
with the net amount of -$32,282.18, as resented by Chief Deputy Assessor Jones on behalf of
Assessor Schuler. Motion seconded by Supervisor Clapperton, passed unanimously.

Approve adoption of Resolution No. 2016-01, in support of the State of Arizona’s study efforts
regarding the potential transfer of Federal lands to the State of Arizona — Board of

Supervisors

Supervisor Wilson stated that the issue of the control of Federal lands is a “hot topic”
in the State, and the joint legislators have formed a study committee on the subject. He added that
this topic is also of concern to environmentalist groups. He felt it appropriate that the Board of
Supervisors voiced support of such a committee to discuss the issues.

He read the resolution in its entirety.
SUPERVISOR WILSON MOVED to adopt Resolution No. 2016-01, in support of

the State of Arizona’s study efforts regarding the potential transfer of Federal lands to the State of
Arizona. Motion seconded by Supervisor Clapperton, passed unanimously.
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Approve to ratify acceptance of the Race to the Top Federal grant from the West Central
Regional Service Center (WCRSC), providing grant funds to La Paz County Education
Service Center for professional development course work for all county school districts —
Education Services Agency

Chief Deputy School Superintendent Rohde requested ratification of a grant received
from the Race to the Top Federal grant from the West Central Regional Service Center (WCRSC),
providing $19,250 to La Paz County Education Service Center for professional development
courses all county school districts including Bicentennial, Bouse, Parker, Quartzsite, Salome and
Wenden. She added that there were no matching funds required for this grant.

SUPERVISOR CLAPPERTON MOVED to ratify acceptance of the Race to the
Top Federal grant from the West Central Regional Service Center (WCRSC), providing $19,250 to
La Paz County Education Service Center for professional development courses for all county school
districts including Bicentennial, Bouse, Parker, Quartzsite, Salome and Wenden; (with no matching
funds required for this grant.) Motion seconded by Chairman Irwin, passed unanimously.

Approve to donate Health Department cargo van to the St. Vincent de Paul Society — Board of
Supervisors

County Administrator Field presented a request to donate a Health Department van
to the St. Vincent de Paul Society. He noted that he received correspondence from the County
Attorney’s office that questioned the County’s ability to donate a vehicle. He stated that the St.
Vincent De Paul Society was active in providing food boxes to the Wenden and Ehrenberg area on a
monthly basis; delivered hot meals; and picked up donations of food from local food markets as
well as clothing and other items from the public.

He stated the van was surplus inventory and he asked Deputy County Attorney
Buckelew if there was a way for the County to contract for the transfer of the van for the purposes
of food delivery to the public.

Deputy County Attorney Buckelew stated that statute described how the County is to
dispose property at A.R.S. 88811-251.9; 251.56; and 251.58; however, there was no provision
stated for the donation of property to another County government or to a charity.

He added that he believed there was some way to handle the situation, depending
upon the blue book value of the vehicle.

County Administrator Field requested that the Board continue the item to the next
regular meeting to determine what course to take.

CHAIRMAN IRWIN MOVED to continue to the Tuesday, January 19, 2016,
10:00 a.m. regular meeting, the request for approval to donate a Health Department van to the St.
Vincent de Paul Society. Motion seconded by Supervisor Clapperton, passed unanimously.
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Approve to ratify Service and License Agreement Contract with Civic Plus for website
services and maintenance, a budgeted item — IT

County Administrator Field requested approval to ratify a Service and License
Agreement Contract with Civic Plus for website services and maintenance. He stated that Civic
Plus was offering a reduction $11,000 to contract with them before December 31, 2015.

He explained that the adjusted three-year period contract would run $21,830; with a
yearly licensing fee of $4,070.

He described the services; other governmental entities that use it; security
advantages; bill payment features; and other important features provided for public use and
information.

He noted that some services provided would include services the County currently
pays for from other providers; therefore, the contract would provide a reduction in cost for these
services, as well as provide other needed services. He added that these needs were already
budgeted for by the IT Department.

Supervisor Clapperton asked if this service would provide a link for the live-
streaming of the Board meetings over the internet.

County Administrator Field stated that Civic Plus would be able to provide this
service and any other, simply at the County’s request. He added that the serviced provided
appeared to offer what the County wanted at the budgeted amount.

Supervisor Wilson stated that the upgrade to the web service is “desperately” needed,
noting that the County is out of statutory compliance on several issues with the current website.

Discussion ensued on the addendum that Deputy County Attorney Buckelew added
to the contract that appeared not to be included in the Board’s meeting copy, although agreement to
all conditions was referenced in Section 18 of the contract.

County Administrator Field stated that the contract still remains to be subject to the
Board’s approval, although requesting ratification. He added that a copy of the addendum would be
added to the packet.

SUPERVISOR WILSON MOVED to approve ratification of a Service and License
Agreement Contract with Civic Plus for website services and maintenance, a budgeted item (as
presented); to include Addendum A as specified in Section 18 of the contract; and approve to
authorize the County Administrator to sign the contract. Motion seconded by Supervisor
Clapperton, passed unanimously.
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Approve to appoint the Arizona Attorney General's Office to represent La Paz County in
Solarcity Corp. et al v. Arizona Department of Revenue et al, Arizona Tax Court case no.
TX2015-000240, a tax appeal for tax year 2016 regarding central valuation by the Department
of plaintiffs' owned grid-tied photovoltaic systems — County Attorney/Assessor

Deputy County Attorney Buckelew stated that this item was a tax appeal regarding a
number of utility companies involved in the solar industry that was currently suing the Department
of Revenue as well as all the Counties associated with them, including La Paz County.

He explained it was with regard to the central valuations made by the Arizona
Department of Revenue for tax year 2016 of the plaintiff’s grid tied photovoltaic systems. He
added the Department is already representing the County on a similar appeal.

SUPERVISOR CLAPPERTON MOVED to approve appointment of the Arizona
Attorney General's Office to represent La Paz County in Solarcity Corp. et al v. Arizona
Department of Revenue et al, Arizona Tax Court case no. TX2015-000240, a tax appeal for tax year
2016 regarding central valuation by the Department of plaintiffs’ owned grid-tied photovoltaic
systems. Motion seconded by Supervisor Wilson, passed unanimously.

Call to the Public

Terry Sexson, residing on South McVay in the Bouse/Hope/Vicksburg area of the
County, expressed at length his concern regarding the depleting sources of water in the
McMullen/Butler Valley, and Renegras Plain Basin. He stated that some residents have lost their
well service due to the extreme fall of water levels since 2010, and the cost is becoming potentially
“astronomical” to obtain water. He further stated statistics regarding the use of water for agriculture
purposes and its affect on the water aquifer.

He encouraged the public to attending any meetings conducted on these water issues,
noting the tentative meeting mentioned by the Board of Supervisors for January 14, 2016.

Lieutenant Bagby and Sheriff Drum presented Colorado River Indian Tribe (CRIT)
Police Chief Ponce with a letter of appreciation for good work with the tribes and the citizens of La
Paz County.

Sheriff Drum added that Lieutenant Bagby had received an award of recognition
from CRIT law enforcement, and felt that the County needed to reciprocate the acknowledgement to
the deserving CRIT Chief.
